New Orleans Funk Master - Walter
“Wolfman” Washington was born Edward
Joseph Wasington Jr. on December
20th,1943 in New Orleans, LA. He changed

his name to Walter while in school “war war”
fighting with other kids. The “Wolfman” came

from “wolfing” - a term used from dueling
guitar challenges. His unique falsetto
singing and guitar work was a rich mix of
rhythm & blues, soul, funk and jazz. Like
many musicians, he began in the church,
singing in choirs. A self-taught guitarist that

began in the 50’s, Washington made his first

guitar out of a cigar box. As a teenager he
became a full-time musician backing up

Irma Thomas, Ernie K-Doe, Lee Dorsey and

started his All Fools Band. He worked with
Johnny Adams for 20 years and in the late
70's he had his own band, The
Roadmasters. He began recording in the

80’s and signed with Rounder Records in 1985 - “Wolf Tracks” was released in ‘86 and
next with Pointblank Records with “Sada,” named after his newborn daughter. Walter
often performed at the DBA and the Maple Leaf Bar with Joe Krown on keys and Russell
Batiste, Jr. on drums. He was featured in the 2000 documentary “Make It Funky.“ He
released two records in 2008 - “Doin’ the Funky Things” and “Live at the Maple Leaf.” His
last recording was in 2018, “My Future Is My Past.” Two days after his 79th birthday,
Washington died from tonsil cancer in New Orleans on December 22, 2022.
